--built in 1879 by George W. Scott who
included a handcarved cornerstone with
the date, his initials, and images of the
tools he used-- has been completely
restored and houses 39 alpacas and two
llamas, all eagerly awaiting your visit.

e ¢1800 clapboard house at Green

Tree Farm is sited along the Capoo-
long Creek on White Bridge Road and
dates to c. 1800. Also on the grounds is
an early stone cistern, a large corn crib,
and horse barns. The property was once
a cattle farm that extended north all the
way to Kingtown Road.

Hummingbird Haven, a stone and
clapboard house on Upper King-
town Road, dates to c. 1800. The origi-
nal stone portion is obscured by the
tree. The clapboard portion was added
by the current owners in 1994 and in-
cludes geothermal heating and air con-
ditioning. Come and help solve the mys-
tery of the two wide front doors.
