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If I could create a law that would help protect the rural quality of Franklin Township, it would require all residents of Franklin Township to perform four hours of community service every two years.  My hope is to promote an appreciation of farmland and the beauty of the preserved nature trails and fishing spots.  This law is aimed at developing a sense of community and love and pride of Franklin Township’s rural character. 
In my law, community service means to help a farmer, start a community garden, or if you do not like farming, you can help by cleaning the trails and fishing spots.  This law would work just like jury duty because you would get a notice in the mail saying that it is your turn to do community service.  If you are in good health and are able to, you will report at the designed time and place.

Helping a farmer will help protect the rural quality of Franklin Township by giving residents the appreciation of the importance farming to our town.  Community gardens will bring people together and what better way to create a wonderful community than working with each other.  Part of the rural quality of Franklin Township are all of the trails and fishing spots.  Walking the trails will help residents realize that they do not want Franklin Township to change.

My first hope with this law would be that all residents will come to love the rural quality of Franklin Township.  My second hope is that this love of Franklin Township will be reflected in who we elect to run our town.  These are the people that will write the laws that will protect Franklin Township’s rural quality for a long time to come.
